Here you’ll admire some of Lisbon’s most
iconic landmarks: the grand Jerónimos
Monastery, a symbol of the Manueline
style; the striking Monument to the
Discoveries, celebrating the navigators
who expanded the known world; and the
riverside Belém Tower, one of the city’s
most photographed sites. 

To complete the experience, step into the
historic Pastéis de Belém factory to taste
the original custard tart, paired with a
glass of traditional Ginjinha.



Embark on an unforgettable journey from
Lisbon to discover the breathtaking
beauty of Sintra, Cabo da Roca, and
Cascais, in an experience that blends
history, culture, and fine wine. Your
adventure begins in Lisbon, heading
towards the enchanting town of Sintra, a
UNESCO World Heritage Site. Stroll through
its picturesque streets, filled with charm
and tradition, and admire the harmony
between lush greenery and the town’s
historic architecture.

The highlight of your visit will be the Park
and Gardens of Pena Palace, one of
Europe’s most remarkable Romantic
landmarks. Perched on the mountaintop,
the palace captivates with its vibrant
exterior and eclectic blend of
architectural styles, evoking the magic of
a fairy tale. In the surrounding gardens,
you’ll find serene trails and scenic
viewpoints offering breathtaking
panoramic vistas. Next, continue to the
dramatic Cabo da Roca, the westernmost
point of mainland Europe. Here, towering
cliffs meet the vast Atlantic Ocean,
creating awe-inspiring views and a
perfect opportunity to connect with the
raw power of nature.

The experience continues with a visit to a
distinguished local wine estate, where
you’ll uncover the region’s winemaking
traditions.

Begin your day at the
Sanctuary of Fátima, one of the world’s
most revered pilgrimage sites. Visit the
Chapel of Apparitions and the impressive
Basilica of Our Lady of the Rosary, with
time for quiet reflection and exploration. 

Continue to the UNESCO-listed Monastery
of Batalha, a stunning example of Gothic
architecture built to commemorate
Portugal’s victory at the Battle of
Aljubarrota in 1385.

Next, head to the coastal village of
Nazaré, renowned for its dramatic
seaside cliffs and record-breaking waves.
From the panoramic viewpoint at Sítio da
Nazaré, take in sweeping views of the
Atlantic and experience the authentic
atmosphere of this traditional fishing
village. 

Conclude the day in the enchanting
walled town of Óbidos, where cobbled
streets, whitewashed houses, and
medieval walls invite you to wander.
Sample the famous cherry liqueur served
in chocolate cups and immerse yourself
in the charm of this historic village.



Your day begins in the heart of the
UNESCO World Heritage city of Évora, a
captivating town steeped in history,
culture, and architectural beauty.
Enclosed by ancient walls, Évora invites
you to explore its most iconic landmarks,
starting with the Temple of Diana, one of
the best-preserved Roman monuments
on the Iberian Peninsula. 

Continue to the thought-provoking
Chapel of Bones (Capela dos Ossos),
lined with the skeletal remains of monks
and offering a powerful reflection on the
passage of time. You'll also visit the
impressive Évora Cathedral, the largest
medieval cathedral in Portugal, known for
its blend of Romanesque and Gothic
architecture.

After the guided city tour, enjoy free time
for lunch at your leisure. Take this
opportunity to explore the charming
streets of Évora, relax in one of its
traditional squares, or indulge in Alentejo
cuisine at a local restaurant—perhaps
trying regional specialties like açorda,
migas, or a tender pork dish with clams.

In the afternoon, you’ll travel to a family-
owned winery nestled in the Alentejo
countryside. Surrounded by serene
vineyards, the estate offers a personal
and authentic introduction to the region’s
wine culture. 

You’ll tour the facilities, learn about the
production process, and enjoy a guided
tasting of wines that reflect the richness
and balance typical of Alentejo’s terroir—
a perfect way to end a day of history,
discovery, and flavor.
